Clubs in The Aberdem and District Juvenile FA gave unanimous bac lng
for the proposals to amalgamate the three National Youth Football bodies
under one organisationThe majority of juveniles clubs in Scotland also gave
their backing for this new body to run Youth Football in Scotland.

Whilst there are certain items in the new constitution that are contentious it
is certainly better than the existing Scottish Juvenile constitution. Following
the first meeting certain points have been clarified and on balance it is now
a workable document.

The main points which affect the clubs are :

* Only two trialist can now play in league matches.

* Two adults must be in attendance with each team.

* One adult must have First Aid Certificate and one adult must have Coach-
ing Certificate or one can have both.

* Teams will get two years to get qualified coaches.

* there will be no national registration of Under 11°s. Local Associations
can organise | 1-a-side leagues if they want.

* Age groups 12 to sixteen can now play all five substitutes if they want.

* there will only be a restriction on sponsorship which is directly associ-
ated with alcohol, gambling or tobacco.
