The Scottish Youth FA have decided that the SFA D-Certificate will be the qualification
required for coaches dealing with ages 12 to 18. Coaching Certificates from other
National Football Associations will also be accepted if they are equivalent to the D
Certificate. A D-Certificate Course consists of a 6 hour Practical Coaching Session and
two 2 hour modular talks: Youth Team Management and Physical Preparation

The cost of this course £40. Which 1s made up by £20 for the Practical Fee and £10 each
for the modules.

The Association has had talks with the SFA Football Development Officer, Neil
Simpson. ( Yes one of the heroes of Gothenburg). Neil is the SFA Football
Development Officer for the North East and he and colleagues Jim Crawford and Brian
Mitchell have arranged two Practical Coaching Sessions specifically for this association.
One has been arranged at Inverurie on Sundays|3th and 20th February 2000 from
1.45pm to 4.45pm. The other at Westhill on Sundays19th and 26th March 2000 from
2.30pm to 5.30pm,

Unfortunately the SFA are not able to subsidise these courses. The Aberdeen and
District Juvenile FA can however utilise some of the funds in it’s Development Fund so
that the cost of the courses can be reduced to member clubs. Clubs wishing to put
forward coaches should write to the Association Secretary enclosing a stamped self
addressed envelope so application forms can be forwarded to them. Places will be
limited to 40 on each course so it will be on a first come basis. ONLY POSTAL
APPLICATIONS WILL BE ENTERTAINED,

Upon successful completion of these practical sessions coaches would then only have to
complete the other two maodules to gain the full D Certificate. All Clubs will have to
have one D Certificated Coach with each team by the beginning of Season 2001-2002.
Teams must also have a Certified First Aider by that date.
