Scottish Youth FA
on collision course
with SFL and SPL
over D-Forms

A number of member clubs have expressed concern over the manner in which certain
senior clubs have gone about recruiting players for their Development Teams at the
Under 14 and 16 age groups. Players who are registered on Y Forms for clubs in
membership of the Scottish Youth FA have been approached directly by representatives
of senior clubs. These representatives have not even had the courtesy to request the
permission of the Youth Club.

There has been instances where players have been injured in development games and
been unfit for their Youth team with the result that the Youth team have suffered.

Senior clubs are pressing for the introduction of a D-Form Registration Form. The SFA
cannot see why the Senior clubs cannot just use the Y-Form currently used by the
Scottish Youth FA.

The SFA Technical Department have insisted that Senior clubs may only register 20
players for each of their Development Squads and that the number of trialists are limited
This would put an end to clubs using the Development Leagues as a way of checking
their scouting system. In the past some clubs have used as many as 54 players in these:
development teams. Other clubs have not registered any players at all.

The Technical Department also want each Senior club to keep records of each players
attendance at training and the number of games he plays. These records should be
available for inspectionby the SFA Technical Department.

With the growing number of complaints the Scottish Youth Football Association has
asked member clubs to report in writing any breaches of these guidlines to the National
Secretary so that the matter can be taken up at a higher level.
