Juvenile Leagues. At the time clubs
felt it would be sensible to amalga-
mate because under the old associa-
tions registration rules changed as
the players moved up in age due to
the differing national bodies the ex-
isting Associtions belonged to.

The merger was made easy as Ray-
mond Kelly who was the Secretray
of The Aberdeen Youth League had
taken up the reins as Aberdeen
Youth Service secretary following
the death of Jack Wood. Some eight
years later all of Scotlands Youth
Football Associations merged in a
similar fashion to form the Scottish
Youth Football Association.

Juveniles Raise
Concerns With

concern over the poor changing ac-
commodation at Aulton and Hazle-
head.
