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CHANGING Registration

Attention is drawn to the fact that rule
68 of the SYFA Constitution states that
“ It is the responsibility of the home
team to supply changing
accommodation for their opponents
and referee. The  ehanging
accommodation should be adjacent the
pitch where the match is being played
and should contain washing and toilet
facilities. If the changing
accommodation is at a different
location then it is the responsibility of
the homeo club to provided transport to
and from . the changing
accommodation.”

The ADJFA applies the same rules to
all of their competitions.

of Players

This season sees the introduction of new
registration rules for players. There will be
no charge for the release of players.
Instead there will now be a charge of £2.00
for all players registered after the 1st of
September of the current season.

Players can only play for another team
once they have been released. That is
when their registration form is returned to
the SYFA. Teams should not deliberately
delay sending back the registration slips of
players they wish to release. |t does not do
the club or the Association any good to
have players denied the opportunity of
playing football just bacause of pettiness
on the part of a club official. Clubs can if
they wish hand the registration slip to the
released player for him to return to the
SYFA. They can mark the back of the slip
with Player Released and sign and date
the slip.
