Tommy Mcintyre the newly appointed SFA Head of Youth Development
gave a group of over fifty youth coaches a talk on the latest developments
in the Youth Initiative started by the SFA.

Mcintyre a former Aberdeen player firstly explained his frustration at not
being able to get his hands on any of the £31 Million that was heralded 12
months ago. The delays in the flow of the funds promised has held up much
needed improvements in existing facilities and investment in new facilities.
That being said he explained to the meeting how he envisaged Youth
Football should develop in Scotland right from the “Performance Clubs” in
the Premier league down to the boys clubs at the grass roots. It was
important that there was a clear emphasis on Talent Identification and
Pathways for players to progress as their skill levels dictate.

He was well aware of how big a job lay in front of him but he was clear that
all the clubs Scotland needed to pull together in the same direction if we
had any hope of arresting the decline in the fortunes of the nation on the
football field.
