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SCOTTISH PRIDE

The Aberdeen Juveniles continue to dominate the national cup competitions. No
fewer than 4 out of the 7 age groups were won by local sides. The Association
can also boast of two runners up spots.
It is in the older age groups that the domination is at it's strongest. Albion BC
lifted the under 18 trophy disposing of Perthshire side Bankfoot 3-0 in the final.
Local sides Formartine United A and Stonehaven highlighted the strength in
depth of the Association as they were beaten semi-finalists.
Sheddocksley Villa won a thriller of an Under 16 cup final at Keith Park when
they managed to overcome Goldenhill after extra time. After ninety minutes, the
match was evenly balanced at one a piece, but a dramatic start to extra time saw
Sheddocksley go 3-1 up after ninety seconds and victory was secure for the club
which was only formed two years ago.
At under 15 level again three semi-finalists were local teams with Stoneywood
BC and Colony Park winning through at the expense of ALC Spurs. This was
the first time any Colony Park team had reached the final of the National Tour-
nament. There was however no fairy tale ending as the more direct approach by
Stoneywood ensured that they won out 4-2 in the end. Colony Park however can
take credit by the manner in which they played, demonstrating the progress
which has been made in Inverurie in such a short time.

LOCAL HEROES

Next to try and become local heroes were Fraserburgh Link Up at Under 14
level. The Broch side had a glorious cup run knocking out a number of more
fancied sides on their way to the final. Home advantage in the final was not
enough for them to overcome a very impressive Forfar BC. However a large
crowd attended the final at College Park, Fraserburgh and they must have been
proud of the fact that their local side had won through to first ever national final
to be played in Fraserburgh. g

Last but by no means least was the achievement of Middlefield BC at under 12
level. The younger age groups are always considered the more difficult to win.
When you have to beat the famous Celtic BC in the final to lift the cup ‘Ehe vic-
tory is all the more noteworthy.

Middlefield overwhelmed the Glasgow side 4-1 in the final at Heatheryfold.
They are only the second club from Aberdeen to win the Under 12 Cup so this
gives you an idea of the scale of the achievement.
