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REVISION TO THE
LAWS OF THE GAME

FIFA have undertaken a major
change in the presentation of the
Laws of the game. Revised for the
first time in 59 years, this revision
has full colour diagrams and is
much easier to read. It would be a
good idea if every team manager got
a copy and read it. Then you know
for sure if the referee is wrong.

The text of every law has changed
but apart from the following
changes the rules remain largely the
same.

Following the toss the winning cap-
tain can only now choose the way of
play he can no longer elect to take
the kick off.

You can also score directly from the
kick off and even more unlikely a
goal kick will become a direct free
kick. (EDITORS NOTE They have
obviously been watching seven-a-
side matches)

- On the pass back law a player can
no longer throw the ball directly to
the goalkeeper to pick up. The
goalkeeper will be penalised if he
should pick it up.

Any of your players with groin
strains should get a pair of cycle
shorts the same colour as their
shorts. Changed days indeed from
the time when teams were lucky if
they had ten jerseys of the same
colour!

Any wounded player must leave the
field of play until the flow of blood
has stopped. It's a good job Richard
Gough has retired, he would never
be on the field

Goalkeepers must only take four
steps and release the ball after 5 to 6
seconds at the referees discretion.
they can however move at penalty
kicks but they must remain on their
line.

At free kicks as soon as the ball is
kicked and moves it is in play you
no longer require it to travel the full
circumference.

we now wait for the professwnals to
show us how to take best advantage
of these changes.
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
