HAVE YOU INSURANCE
COVER FOR YOUR TEAM?

There is a growing belief that the association should insist that each and
every team has Insurance Cover. What would you do if one of your players
was permanently crippled because of a football injury?

In this growing litigious age you could find your club being sued if one of
your players thumps the ball clear right into the middle of the road and
causes a car to crash. Your club could be held liable.

The Association and it’s office bearers could find themselves in that position
if it was a select match.

A questionnaire will be circulated to all clubs to find out their views and
depending upon the response specific quotes will be obtained from Insur-
ance Brokers.

The typical cost for such Insurance would be

Personal Accident £ 10 per team for £ 10000 Capital Benefit. Loss of
Limb. eye or permanent total disablement.

Public Liability £10 per team for £1,000,000 limit. ( Excludes member to
member liability. )

To cover the Association and Office Bearers it would also cost £10 per team
again for limit of £1,000,000.

That is a total of £30 per team. This is based on at least a 50% take up of all
the clubs in the association. For an average pool of 15 players that is only
£2 per player per annum.

Older teams could also insure their players against loss of earnings due to
injury. Typical levels of premiums for this sort of cover £ 225 per team for
£25 per week cover. For a higher benefit cover vou can pro rata the pre-
miun.
