Now that the Operating Dates of Birth’s have been settled the League Sec-
tion placements for next season will be determined by league placings this
season.

All A Leagues will have ten teams with the bottom two teams this season
being relegated and the top two teams from the B Leagues being promoted.
Where there are two B League Sections it will be the top team from each
section that is promoted.

There will be some interesting battles ahead particularly in the under fifteen
age group. At the time of writing there are four teams vying for the two
promotion places all with potentially the same points if Colony Colts and
ALC Spurs win their games in hand in the B League. Whilst at the bottom
of the A League only one point separates three teams.

In the under 13 A League there is a similar relegation battle involving three
teams. In section two of the B League Ellon Colts and Cornhill both have
100% records with Ellon having played more games.

In the Under 12’s there are three teams separated by two points at the top of
section one whilst section two has potentially one point covering four teams.
It could mean play offs will be required. It’s going to be nail biting stuff.
