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Changes to Trialist Rule

At the Annual General Meeting of the Scottish Youth FA the number of permitted
trialists allowed to play in league matches was increased to four per team. Trialists will
also be allowed to play on four occasions in league matches before being registered
for that team. This change to the trilaist rule was brought about by concerns raised by
members of the Aberdeen and District Juvenile FA who had expressed concern
regarding difficulities fielding teams at the beginning and end of season. There is no
change to the requirement for all players to be registered prior to playing in cup ties.
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
